A wonderfully scenic route 
continues via Tomintoul and Grantown on Spey before 
passing Inverness and continuing to Thurso.

Day 3  Visit Her Majesty The Queen Mother’s beloved 
Castle of Mey which has been kept just as it was when 
she was alive. Explore the gardens and enjoy the views 
over the Pentland Firth. Remainder of day at leisure in 
Thurso.

Day 4  Board the ferry from John O’Groats to Orkney where 
a local coach meets the group for a highlights excursion. 
Main sites of interest include Skara Brae, the Churchill 
Barriers, Scapa Flow, Ring of Brodgar, the Standing Stones 
of Stenness, the Italian Chapel and Kirkwall, with an 
opportunity to see Kirkwall’s magnificent 12th century 
cathedral (admission charges not included).

Day 5  Travel back through Scotland with a stop in the 
highland capital of Inverness and onwards to Perth.

Day 6  A day at leisure in Perth.
Day 7  Homeward journey.
